  Patte Haggerty Frato, President of Sandyston Township Historical Society came forward and thanked Tom and Nan Horsfield for the beautiful flag which now hangs in the meeting hall of the Sandyston Township Municipal Building.  Tom and Nan Horsfield had the flag framed in memory of Jason G. Spangenberg.  Mrs. Frato read from a plaque purchased by the Sandyston Township Historical Society which states:  “The United States Flag proudly displayed in this meeting hall was generously framed and donated by Tom and Nan Horsfield, niece of Jason G. Spangenberg.  This flag was presented in honor of Jason’s service in the U.S. Air Force where he served as a top mechanic working on disabled aircraft.  A life-long resident of Layton, Jason was a member of the Sandyston Township Committee from 1964 – 1986 and served as Mayor eight times.  This flag is dedicated to the memory of Jason G. Spangenberg April 13, 2010.”  This plaque, along with a framed picture and framed military service medals of Jason G. Spangenberg, will hang in the meeting hall.   The Committee thanked Tom and Nan Horsfield for their generous donation.  Committeeman MacDonald noted it is a beautiful flag.

CALENDAR YEAR 2010 

ORDINANCE TO EXCEED THE MUNICIPAL BUDGET APPROPRIATION LIMITS 

AND TO ESTABLISH A CAP BANK  (N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14)

WHEREAS, the Local Government Cap Law, N.J.S. 40A: 4-45.1 et seq., provides that in the preparation of its annual budget, a municipality shall limit any increase in said budget up to 2.5% unless authorized by ordinance to increase it to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, subject to certain exceptions; and,

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.15a provides that a municipality may, when authorized by ordinance, appropriate the difference between the amount of its actual final appropriation and the 3.5% percentage rate as an exception to its final appropriations in either of the next two succeeding years; and, 

WHEREAS, the governing body of the Township of Sandyston in the County of Sussex finds it advisable and necessary to increase its CY 2010 budget by up to 3.5% over the previous year’s final appropriations, in the interest of promoting the health, safety and welfare of the citizens; and,

WHEREAS, the governing body hereby determines that a 3.5% increase in the budget for said year, amounting to $29,620.36 in excess of the increase in final appropriations otherwise permitted by the Local Government Cap Law, is advisable and necessary; and,

WHEREAS, the governing body hereby determines that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED, by the governing body of the Township of Sandyston in the County of Sussex, a majority of the full authorized membership of this governing body affirmatively concurring, that, in the CY 2010 budget year, the final appropriations of the Township of Sandyston shall, in accordance with this ordinance and N.J.S.A. 40A: 4-45.14, be increased by 3.5%, amounting to $29,620.36, and that the CY 2010 municipal budget for the Township of Sandyston be approved and adopted in accordance with this ordinance; and, 

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that any that any amount authorized hereinabove that is not appropriated as part of the final budget shall be retained as an exception to final appropriation in either of the next two succeeding years; and,

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance as introduced be filed with the Director of the Division of Local Government Services within 5 days of introduction; and, 

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED, that a certified copy of this ordinance upon adoption, with the recorded vote included thereon, be filed with said Director within 5 days after such adoption.  
Mayor Harper made a motion to approve Ordinance 2010-04, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.  Ordinance 2010-04 will have the benefit of Public Hearing on Tuesday, May 11, 2010 at 9:00 am at the Sandyston Township Municipal Building.

RESOLUTION FOR THREE YEAR AVERAGE TAX COLLECTION PERCENTAGE

WHEREAS, the Township of Sandyston, County of Sussex realized 96.02% of current tax collections for the year 2009, and

WHEREAS, the tax collection percentage was adversely impacted by tax appeals, and

WHEREAS, the percentage of cash collections on current taxes for the three prior years were as follows:

AND WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee believe that it is in the best interests of the citizens of the Township of Sandyston, and

AND WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee believe the tax collections for the year 2010 will improve over the year 2009.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Township Committee that permission be requested from the Director of the Division of Local Government Services to permit the Township to anticipate a current tax collection percentage experience of 96.57% for the year ended December 31, 2010, as permitted under N.J.S.A. 40A:4-41.

Mayor Harper made a motion to approve R-29-2010 seconded by Committeeman McDonald, and unanimously carried.  

2010 Budget Introduction:  Mayor Harper stated the Introduction of the 2010 Sandyston Township Budget is on the agenda for the meeting; however, the Committee is not comfortable with the Budget at this time. The Committee reviewed their schedules and chose Wednesday, April 28, 2010 at 5:00 pm for a Special Meeting on the 2010 Sandyston Township Budget.  The Clerk noted the need may arise to include any defeated School Board Budget with the budget workshop.  Mayor Harper requested Mrs. Jessica Caruso, Chief Financial Officer, break down the Capital Improvement Fund.   Mayor Harper also noted the payoff of the building is in revenues and expenditures; however, the debt service is $215,000 and is added into the debt service is the payoff number of $691,000 which comes to $905,000.  Mayor Harper stated the payoff is $590,000 but questioned why the payoff number is $691,000.  Mrs. Caruso answered this includes the principal payment of $101,000 plus the $590,000, as we must make the principal payment that is due in August, and the payoff is in November.  Mayor Harper stated the $150,000 grant for Hotalen  Road – Section II is also shown in the budget. Deputy Mayor Leppert noted the yearly donation for the fire department needs to be amended as well as the insurance line item.  Mayor Harper requested a list of all outstanding encumbrances in Capital Improvements Fund for the April 28th budget workshop meeting to review what can be cancelled.  Mayor Harper made a motion to table the introduction of the 2010 Sandyston Township Budget to Tuesday, May 11, 2010 at 9:00 am, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.  
Minutes:  The Committee reviewed the minutes of the regular meeting held March 9, 2010.  Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.  
Tax Collector Report:  The Tax Collector’s report for the Month of March 2010 was presented with total receipts Month-to-Date of $146,777.38 and Year-to-Date of $1,288,364.64. Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the Tax Collector’s Report, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried. 

Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer’s Report for the Month of March 2010 was presented with a beginning balance of $599,877.55, total receipts of $156,122.78, total disbursements of $402,301.15 with an ending balance of $353,699.18.  Mayor Harper noted the General Capital Account with a balance of $1,009,171.65, Sinking Fund $542,278.23 plus interest of which is scheduled to pay off our building in ten years at the bond anniversary rather than 15 years, Animal Control Escrow $26,297.49, Public Assist Escrow $3,517.36, Unemployment Escrow $20,029.46, and COAH Trust $27,760.02.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

Payment of Vouchers:  The Bill List for the month of March 2010 was submitted for approval in the amount of $389,151.54.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the payment of bills, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.  
Departmental Reports: 

Mr. Delea presented quotes for the purchase of a new platform ladder and power broom.  Deputy Mayor Leppert stated that was part of Mr. Delea’s operating budget.    Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the departmental reports, seconded by Deputy William Leppert and unamiously carried.
The Committee discussed putting the purchase of a new backhoe on hold for one more year.   Mayor Harper stated the Road Department is working with a 22 year old backhoe and commended the Road Department for the maintenance and care of their equipment.

Old Business: 

Layton Post Office:  Mr. Raj Sinha, 101 Route 645 and member of the Master Gardners, presented a sketch of the proposed work to the grounds of the Layton Post Office.  The sketch provided an outline of the plants, information center, bench and bike rack to be installed on the grounds of the Layton Post Office.    Mayor Harper stated he would look into the pavers to be used at this location. Mr. Sinha asked where he could purchase shrubs and plants.  Mayor Harper instructed Mr. Sinha to contact the Clerk or the Treasurer and an account will be set up at a local vendor.   The Committee instructed the Clerk to purchase the Message Board, Bike Rack and Bench.  The Committee thanked Mr. Sinha and the Master Gardners for their hard work.  Mayor Harper made motion to proceed with the project at the Layton Post Office, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.
Mr. Delea stated the Layton Hotel/Layton Post Office parking lot is scheduled to be oiled and stoned.  Mr. Delea requested to meet with Mayor Harper to go over the layout and what is necessary to help at the Layton Post Office, the parking lot and handicapped parking.
C.O.A.H. Update:  
The Committee reviewed a letter from Willowglen Academy informing the Township Committee of Sandyston officially declining Block 801 Lot 11.01, which was considered as a C.O.A.H. property.
Mayor Harper asked if we have received word from Willowglen Academy on Block 1102 Lot 11.01.  The Clerk stated she would check with Mrs. Jessica Caldwell on this property and ask for a letter from Willowglen Academy to proceed with this property.
Green Acres Submission/Sale of Township-owned Property:    There has been no word since the November 2009 Meeting regarding the proposal submitted by Louis Cherepy for the possible land swap with the State.
Flatbrook Road:  Mayor Harper stated the Sandyston Township Committee and Planning Board had a joint Visioning meeting on Tuesday, April 12, 2010, as a requirement of the COAH process.  Mayor Harper stated he had a conversation with Mr. Steve Ellis, Superintendent of the Northern Division of Parks who indicated there was a good chance there may be some money released very shortly, approximately $10,000 - $20,000, for needed repairs to Flatbrook Road.  He also stated they are investigating signage.
Tax Title Lien Foreclosure:   We have received word from our attorney, Christopher Quinn, the Tax Title Lien Foreclosures have been approved and is progressing.
Backhoe:  The purchase of the backhoe has been placed on hold for 2010.
Easement – Wittek Property:   The Committee reviewed the Easement for Utility poles for Block 502 Lot 78 which service the property at 57 Flatbrook Road.  Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to approve the easement, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

Statewide Insurance Fund – Personnel Policy:   The Committee reviewed the letter from Morville Insurance along with recommendations of Statewide Insurance Fund with regard to the personnel policy.  Deputy Mayor Leppert questioned what Statewide Insurance Fund wanted.  Mayor Harper stated they are looking for a new application and implementation of procedures.  Mayor Harper made a motion to have our Township Attorney review the recommendations by Statewide Insurance, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.
New Business:
Layton Bypass Meeting:  The Committee reviewed the draft scope of work provided by the State for the possibility of a study on the Layton Bypass.  Mr. Sinha stated he had a conversation with Ms. Kate Meade, Office of Smart Growth, who stated she received word from the County they would be dragging their feet on this matter.  Mayor Harper stated he had a conversation with Patrick of the National Park Service and hopes the National Park Service will get on board.  Mayor Harper stated the County of Sussex does not want to realize or acknowledge that we have a traffic problem in Layton.   Mayor Harper pointed out that this is just a study and there is a lot of work ahead.  Mr. Sinha asked if the County of Sussex has to sign off on this project.  Mayor Harper answered yes it would be a County Road.  Mr. Sinha asked if the County of Sussex had to sign off on the study.  Mayor Harper stated he no because it is just a feasibility study.  Mayor Harper asked if the Township has received anything in writing from the County of Sussex (Mr. John Eskilson).  The Clerk stated no, the letter requesting the study and Resolution, once passed, will be sent to the County for review. 
P-13 Bridge Replacement:  Mayor Harper stated the detour for the P-13 Bridge Replacement has been agreed upon.  During the P-13 bridge replacement the traffic will be detoured to the Milford Bridge.
Quote for Upper Level Heating and Cooling:  The Committee reviewed the quote from Willco for heating and cooling for the meeting room on the second floor of the municipal building.  Mayor Harper asked if Mr. Delea reviewed the quotes.  Mr. Delea stated he had reviewed the quotes and felt adding heat to the second floor would eliminate many of the problems he has with the units upstairs freezing during the colder months.  The quotes provide for either tapping off the existing ductwork or installing a new unit.  Mayor Harper asked what the estimate usage of this room will cover.  Mrs. Frato stated it would be for the protection of the collection and donated items of the historical society.  Mayor Harper asked what the temperature is upstairs normally.  Mrs. Frato stated in the winter it is very cold and in the summer it is very hot.  Mayor Harper suggested getting a few more quotes, if possible, for the heating and cooling of the second floor for review at the next meeting.  At that time, the Committee will have a better handle on the budget and the money available in the Capital Improvement Fund for the building.
Use of Bldg Form:  LCB Services – for Re-Certification Course of Registrar/Clerk Friday, May 21, 2010:  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the Use of the Building for LCB Services for a re-certification course to be held on Friday, May 21, 2010, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

Use of Bldg Form: Sandyston Township Historical Society – Sun. April 25, 2010:  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the Use of the Building for the Sandyston Township Historical Society meeting on Sunday, April 25, 2010, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

Application For Fire Department Active Member:  The Committee reviewed the Application for Fire Department Active Member Joseph Ciccone, Jr.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve this application, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

WHEREAS, Sussex County Route 560 (Tuttles Corner-Dingmans Road) is a major arterial running through the Township and serves as a primary connector between New Jersey and Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, Pike County, Pennsylvania, which is located directly across the Delaware River, has been one of the fastest-growing counties in Pennsylvania, and possibly the United States; and 

WHEREAS, major development is expected in Bushkill, Pennsylvania in the near future, as 5,000-7,000 homes are projected to be built when the economy recovers; and 

WHEREAS, Sussex County Route 560 serves as a primary access corridor to nearly 100,000 contiguous acres of multiple use public open space owned and managed by federal and state land management agencies with a combined estimated yearly attendance of 6,213,000 recreational visitors; and 

WHEREAS, currently over 7,000 cars daily travel back and forth between New Jersey and Pennsylvania on Sussex County Route 560; and

WHEREAS, this extreme constant and growing daily traffic has resulted in numerous traffic accidents, increased stress on County Route 560 and has affected the health, safety, welfare and the quality of life of the residents of the Township of Sandyston; and 

WHEREAS, this extreme constant and growing daily traffic presents a dangerous condition for the Sandyston-Walpack Consolidated School located on County Route 560 in the transportation of students to and from school; and 

WHEREAS, Sandyston Township seeks to mitigate this disruptive and dangerous situation with the reconstruction of the Ennis Bridge on County Route 615; and 

WHEREAS, the reconstruction of the Ennis Bridge on County Route 615 along with a new link from Route 615 North of Peters Valley to Walpack Road would be a functional and effective bypass around the Village of Layton (also known as the Layton Bypass) offering motorists another and probably shorter route to access Route 206 from Pennsylvania and the Dingmans Bridge from New Jersey; and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Township Committee of the  Township of Sandyston hereby supports a study for the Layton Bypass in partnership with the New Jersey Department of Transportation’s Local Transportation Planning Assistance unit; and

Ordinance 2010-03 will have the benefit of Public Hearing on Tuesday, May 11, 2010 at 9:00 am at the Sandyston Township Municipal Building.  Roll Call Vote:  Committeeman MacDonald: yes; Deputy Mayor Leppert: yes; Mayor Harper: yes.
Correspondence:  The Committee reviewed the correspondence.  The Clerk stated Sandyston and Montague Township participated in a joint training through Statewide Insurance for Right To Know, Bloodborne Pathogens and Confined Space on Tuesday, March 16, 2010.  

Open Meeting to Floor:  Mayor Harper made a motion to open the meeting to the floor, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.  
Mr. Thomas Horsfield, 172 Stillwater Road, Hardwick, came forward and asked for a brief explanation of the Layton Bypass.  Mayor Harper explained the Layton Bypass has existed in a dream for sometime.  Back in the late 1980’s, an oil truck hit the Ennis Bridge which is located near the County of Sussex Road Department.  The damage resulted in the closure Ennis Road and Bridge.   Since the demise of the Ennis Bridge, Sandyston Township has had an increase of traffic traveling through Layton.  Mayor Harper explained that while revising Sandyston Township’s Master Plan, the Planning Board came up with the Layton Bypass.  This is a plan to reopen the road, fix the bridge and build a road up to the Old Mine Road that would connect with the Dingmans Bridge and provide a bypass for Layton of about 6,000 cars a day.  Mayor Harper explained that currently there are two approved subdivisions planned in Lehman Township, Pennsylvania, near Bushkill, that could potentially yield 7,000 homes.  Currently, there is a theory that the Delaware Water Gap toll bridge is at complete capacity on weekend times now.  This growth will increase traffic.  Some of that traffic will come up here instead of sitting in traffic in Pennsylvania.  Sandyston Township has gone for State Plan Endorsement.  When the State reviewed our plan, they were interested in the idea and contacted Sandyston and asked if a study had been performed.  The State has since met with the Mayor and members of the Planning Board with Consultants and, hopefully,  a feasibility study will be performed.  

Mrs. Patte Haggerty Frato, 3 Strong Lane, Sandyston and President of the Sandyston Township Historical Society.  Ms. Frato stated about 60 years ago Mr. Bob Tosti was coming back across the Milford Bridge which was about the time they were tearing down the Brick House Hotel.  As Mr. Tosti approached the Brick House Hotel he noticed one of the mill wheels lying out near the road.  Mr. Tosti stopped and inquired about the mill wheel and was informed the mill wheel was to be taken to the dump.  Mr. Tosti asked if he could have the mill wheel and the men helped put the mill wheel in Mr. Tosti’s truck.  Mr. Tosti has had the mill wheel in his possession ever since.  Last week, Mr. Tosti donated the mill wheel to the Sandyston Township Historical Society.  Mrs. Frato stated she talked to Mr. John deJager and he is going to build a yoke that will hold the mill wheel and requested permission to place the mill wheel in the front of the municipal building in the flower bed with a plaque.  Committeeman MacDonald made a motion to approve the placement of the mill wheel in the flower bed, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously approved.  
There being no further comment from the floor Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to close the meeting to the floor, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

Adjournment:  Committeeman MacDonald made a motion to adjourn, seconded Mayor Harper and unanimously carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:49 pm.
