Sandyston Township Committee

MINUTES

February 10, 2009
This meeting was opened and called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Mayor Harper who stated this meeting was being held in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act, having been duly advertised.

Roll Call

The clerk was asked to call the roll. Present were:  Committeeman Fred MacDonald, Deputy Mayor William Leppert, and Mayor George Harper. Also in attendance were CFO Jessica Caruso, Tax Assessor Robert Pastor, Deputy Municipal Clerk Amy Lobban, Road Foreman Alan Delea, Thomas Brackney and Bob Mack of the STVFD and Historian Patte Frato. 

The Mayor invited all to join in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes  The minutes of the January 2, 2009 Re-organization Meeting and the Regular Meeting and a correction to the Minutes of December 4, 2008 were presented and moved for approval by Mayor Harper, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

Tax Collector Report:  The Tax Collector’s report for the Month of January 2009 was presented with total receipts Month-to-Date of $166,630.90 and Year-to-Date of $166,630.90. Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the report, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

Treasurer’s Report  The Treasurer’s report for the Month of January 2009 was presented with a beginning balance of $691,133.97, total receipts of $178,585.62, total disbursements of $391,440.16 and an ending balance of $478,279.43. Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the report, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

Payment of Vouchers  The Bill List was submitted for approval in the amount of $718,372.13.  Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to approve payment of the vouchers, seconded by Mayor Harper and unanimously carried.

Departmental Reports   The departmental reports were reviewed by the committee.
Mayor Harper commended the Road Foreman Delea and crew for their work this winter. Discussion took place on the “shrinkage” of salt and grits from the DPW garage site. Suggestions to restrict access to the area ranged from the posting of signs to erecting poles and a gate on both driveways and/or the installation of a motion sensor and floodlight on the DPW garage. The Committee made a recommendation to the Road Foreman to put up signage. 
Budget.  CFO Jessica Caruso stated the bottom line was decreased by about $10,000 taking into account the increases and that there was no budgeting for a mason dump (truck). She stated $15,000 was added to the 2009 budget for the re-paving of Flatbrook Road thereby increasing the total to $30,000. She stated anything that was capital was exclusionary of the cap. The Mayor stated the township is putting $75,000 into capital improvement. The CFO stated $27,900 is the allowable cap. 

Petitioner before the Committee. Lt. Wesley Shelton of the Blue Ridge Rescue Squad requested the Township Committee contribute $5000 per year for a five-year period as Sandyston’s share toward the purchase of a new ambulance that will cost $176,000.00 plus an additional $10,000 to equip it. BRRS would put down the deposit and carry the financing. He distributed an informational handout detailing 1,013 calls of which 162 were trauma and 30 were mutual aid. 121 calls were made to Sandyston. Total income for the squad was $152,433.00 with expenses equaling that amount. Clerk Murphy questioned if this ambulance was bid and Lt. Shelton stated it was, but a contract was not awarded to the lowest bidder because that bidder did not respond to the specifications. Lt. Shelton stated there are new training requirements being written as proposed by the EMS Council, one of which will be to have two EMT’s onboard an ambulance. He stated training funds come from a $.50 surcharge on motor vehicle violations, but the state may keep this money in 2009. He stated there 39 active members, however none are currently  from Sandyston. The Mayor and Committee thanked BRRS for their service. 

CFO Jessica Caruso stated there was a request from the STVFD for three (3) sets of turnout gear at $1,450.00 per set and for the township to cover the cost of fuel. 
She stated a memo was received from Sharon Yarosz, Planning Board Secretary, requesting varying amounts for the Master Plan update, COAH and the Recycling Ordinance. (Clerk’s Note: the SOURCE SEPARATION AND RECYCLING Ordinance 2008-14 was a state model modified by the Clerk for Sandyston’s purposes, that was introduced 12/04/2008 and passed 01/02/2009). The CFO stated $17,500 was in the budget under Planning Board.

Mayor Harper made a motion to fund the turnout gear and the ambulance, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.  A separate line item will be set up for the turnout gear. 
Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the budget proposal, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried. 
The Committee thanked CFO Jessica Caruso for her work on the budget.
Old Business  
Speeding Letters/warning light. No update

Post Office: Maria M. Gonzalez, USPS-New York Facilities Office, called Clerk Murphy and stated the direct deposit of the monthly rent payment would start with the month of February 2009. 
Mutual Aid and Assistance Agreement with Sussex County: No update

Limousine Ordinance: will be introduced at this meeting.
Fire Prevention Ordinance amendment (Chapter 71): will be introduced at this meeting.
Junkyard License: Clerk Murphy relayed Municipal Attorney Quinn’s rhetorical question that does the junkyard by default become an auto graveyard. Tax Assessor Pastor stated Mr. Reper had stopped at his office and stated the junks were being removed. The matter will be referred to the Code Enforcement Officer for oversight.  
New Business  
Use of the Municipal Building: Committeeman MacDonald made a motion to approve 
the requests by (1) Autumn Ridge Pony Club every other Friday, January through April

2009 (COLI on file), (2) Healthy Bones Class (Northwest NJ Community Action
Program, Inc.) every Friday 9 a.m. – 11 a.m. January thru December 2009 – (COLI on
file), (3) U.S. Census Bureau 8:30 a.m. - 2.30 p.m., February 25 and March 4, 2009 for
the purpose of testing to hire local census takers, seconded by Mayor Harper and
unanimously carried.

Contract Renewal: Farmside Landscape & Design for 2009. Mayor Harper made a

motion to approve the contracts subject to the clarification that additional work is needed

to be  performed on the ballfields behind the Municipal Building, seconded by Deputy 
Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

Performance Guarantee: for St. Thomas the Apostle Church. The Mayor noted

Resolution R-16-09 to reduce the amount is on the agenda.
Defensive Driving Course: for Township employees & volunteers: Clerk Murphy stated a representative from Selective Insurance will conduct the class. Individuals successfully completing the course will receive a 10% reduction in their insurance premiums and have this posted by MVC to their record for a $10.00 fee. The township would benefit by having the underwriter consider this a proactive measure by the township and reflect this in their formula for calculating a premium. Mayor Harper made a motion to pursue this, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

Hepatitis B Vaccination:   Letter of Understanding with the County of Sussex required the Mayor’s signature. The municipality must offer this program and if those eligible accept then the township will pay for the series of 3 vaccinations at a cost of $90.00. The Committee agreed to offer the vaccinations.
Raffles License(s): Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the license for  St. Thomas the Apostle’s (1) Tricky Tray and (2) 50/50 on-premise Raffles License, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

Mayor Harper made a motion to approve Sandyston-Walpack PTO’s Off-premise Merchandise Raffle, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.
Red Light Permit(s): Mayor Harper made a motion to approve a permit for Stanley J. Dutkus, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

Mayor Harper made a motion to approve a permit for Robert L. Mack, Jr., seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

Petitioner before the Committee. Eric Olson, Skylands Program Manager, the New Jersey Chapter of the Nature Conservancy, explained the need for the two resolutions, R-13-09 and R-14-09, that are on the agenda and required to adopted in order to complete the application for Open Space Funding from the County of Sussex. He provided documentation justifying the need to purchase and preserve the two parcels of land by the Conservancy, the details of which are incorporated into the minutes by reference. The preservation involves no cost to the township, but bring in lieu of tax payments every year.

CITIZENS’ ADVISORY COMMITTEE

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Township Committee of Sandyston Township, Sussex County, desire to obtain Plan Endorsement from the State Planning Commission; and 

WHEREAS, Plan Endorsement is a voluntary review process developed by the 

State Planning Commission to provide the technical assistance and coordination of the 

State for municipalities, counties, and regional agencies to meet the goals of the State 

Planning Act and State Development and Redevelopment Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the State Planning Act recognizes that coordination of State action 

is necessary to help municipalities develop New Jersey’s economy while protecting the 

natural, historic and recreational resources, providing adequate and diverse housing, 

and redeveloping our cities and older suburban areas; and
WHEREAS, the purpose of the Plan Endorsement process is to increase the 

degree of consistency among municipal, county, regional and state agency plans with 

each other and with the State Plan and to facilitate the implementation of these plans 

with the primary focus on where and how development and redevelopment can be 

accommodated in accordance with the State Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the State Planning Rules and Plan Endorsement Guidelines 

establish a comprehensive and coordinated planning process in order for a municipality 

to consider and update as necessary, master plans, functional plans, development 

regulations and capital plans to be consistent with the State Plan and achieve plan 

endorsement; and 

WHEREAS, through plan endorsement, master plans, functional plans, 

development regulations and capital plans should be coordinated and supportive of 

each other; and 

WHEREAS, the State Planning Rules and Plan Endorsement Guidelines 

incorporate and expand upon the principles of the Municipal Land Use Law in order to 

help towns plan for a sustainable future; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Municipal Land Use Law, N.J.S.A. 40:55D-27, the 

Mayor may appoint one or more persons as a citizens’ advisory committee to assist or 

collaborate with the planning board in its duties, including adoption of, and amendment 

to, the master plan to guide the use of lands within the municipality in a manner which 

protects the public health and safety and promotes the general welfare of the 

community; and 

WHEREAS, the Plan Endorsement Guidelines and State Planning Rules require 

the appointment of a Plan Endorsement Advisory Committee to guide the municipality 

through the Plan Endorsement process; and 

WHEREAS, the Plan Endorsement Advisory Committee shall consist of between 

5 and 10 members, including one representative of the governing body, a Class IV 

member of the planning board; one representative of a local board, commission or 

committee who is not a member of the planning board; and two representatives of the 

public that do not hold a position, employment or office with the municipality. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Mayor and the Township Committee of the Township of Sandyston, County of Sussex, hereby approves and adopts the following: 

Sandyston Township establishes a Plan Endorsement Citizens’ Advisory 

Committee consisting of between 5 and 10 members as follows: 

1. George B. Harper, Jr., Mayor 

2. Keith Utter, Class IV Member of the Planning Board 

3. Marc Cunico, Representative of local board 

4. Lou Cherepy, Member of the Public 

5. Rajesh Sinha, Member of the Public 

The members of the Citizens’ Advisory Committee shall serve at the pleasure of the 

Mayor; and 

The Citizens’ Advisory Committee shall report findings and conclusions of its actions 

performed pursuant to the State Planning Rules and Plan Endorsement Guidelines, and 

make recommendations to the Planning Board on next steps, but shall have no power 

to vote or take other action required of the Planning Board; and 

The Citizens’ Advisory Committee shall also report to the Governing Body at least  once a month prior to the second Tuesday of the Month on the status of plan endorsement; and 

The Citizen Advisory Committee shall be entitled to call to its assistance any personnel 

in any municipal department or consultant thereto as it may require in order to perform 

its duties; and 

The Citizens’ Advisory Committee is established for the purpose of: 

Guiding the plan endorsement process for the municipality; 

Increasing public awareness of, and participation in, the plan endorsement 

process for the community; 

Serving as the liaison with the state, county, regional agencies and local officials 

throughout the plan endorsement process; 

Assisting the municipality in meeting the deadlines of plan endorsement; 

Take the lead on completing the municipal self-assessment and submitting the 

required planning documents to the Office of Smart Growth; 

Helping to facilitate community visioning as described in the Plan Endorsement 

Guidelines and community visioning standards; 

Reporting the findings and conclusions of the self-assessment and community 

visioning to the local planning board for its review; and 

Negotiating a draft Action Plan with the Office of Smart Growth, in collaboration 

with the planning board and governing body, to consist of actions that should be 

taken to adopt and/or update plans, ordinances and regulations in order to meet 

the plan endorsement requirements; 

Facilitating completion of the Action Plan items in order to achieve endorsement 

by the State Planning Commission and enjoy the benefits available to the 

municipality as a result of the endorsed plan.

ORDINANCE 2009-01

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR “LICENSING OF LIMOUSINES” OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF SANDYSTON BEING THE ADOPTION OF CODE BY TOWNSHIP COMMITTEE


BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Sandyston, County of Sussex, State of New Jersey that Chapter 99 entitled “LICENSING OF LIMOUSINES” is hereby added to the Code of the Township of Sandyston:

99:1
Definitions: As used in this article, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated, except as these terms are otherwise defined by N.J.S.A. 48:16-13 or its successor statute:

“Applicant” means the owner of a Limousine or Limousine Service that has submitted an application for a license from the Township of Sandyston under this article.

“Business Address” means commercial office space at which the actual business of a Limousine Service is conducted in compliance with local zoning and use regulations.  A Business Address may or may not be the Principal Place of Business.

“License Year” means the calendar year from January 1 through December 31.

“Limousine” means and includes any automobile or motor car used in the business of carrying passengers for hire to provide prearranged passenger transportation at a premium fare on a dedicated, non-scheduled, charter basis that is not conducted on a regular route and with a seating capacity in no event beyond the maximum passenger seating capacity of the vehicle, not including the driver, at the time of manufacture.  Nothing in this article contained shall be construed to include taxicabs, hotel buses, buses employed solely in transporting school children or teachers, vehicles owned and operated directly or indirectly by businesses engaged in the practice of mortuary science when those vehicles are used exclusively for providing transportation related to the provision of funeral services, autobuses which are subject to the jurisdiction of the Department of Transportation or interstate autobuses required by federal or State law or regulations of the Department of Transportation to carry insurance against loss from liability imposed by law on account of bodily injury or death.

“Limousine Service” means and includes the business of carrying passengers for hire by limousines.

“Principal Place of Business” means, in reference to a municipality, the location of the main place of business of the limousine service in the municipality where limousine service is conducted, where limousines are dispatched, and /or where limousine drivers report for duty.

99:2 
Circumstances under which a License is Issued.
A.
Principal Place of Business in Sandyston.  Whenever the owner of a Limousine has its Principal Place of Business located within the Township of Sandyston, said owner shall annually file for a license for each such owned Limousine to be issued by the Township in accordance with N.J.S.A. 48:16-17.  The Township of Sandyston shall issue such license upon the owner’s satisfaction of all of the requirements set forth in this article. 

B.
Foreign Limousine Registration with Business Address in Sandyston.  Whenever the owner of a Limousine: (1) maintains a Business Address in the Township of Sandyston, and (2) owns a Limousine that is registered in another state or in the District of Columbia, and (3) satisfied all of the requirements set forth in this article; and (4) desires to obtain a license for each such Limousine from the Township of Sandyston; said owner shall annually file for a license for each such owned Limousine to be issued by the Township in accordance with N.J.S.A. 48:16-22.4.a.  The Township of Sandyston shall issue such license upon the owner’s satisfaction of all of the requirements set forth in this article.

C.
Intra-Municipal Service.  Whenever a Limousine Service provides intra-municipal service on a point-to point basis within the Township of Sandyston, the owner of the Limousine or Limousine Service shall annually file for a license for each Limousine providing said service, to the issued by the Township as permitted by N.J.S.A. 48:16-18.1.  The Township of Sandyston shall issue such License upon the owner’s satisfaction of all of the requirements set forth in this article.

99.3. Requirements for License.

A.
Fee.  The Applicant shall pay a non-refundable, non-transferable fee as follows:

1.
$250.00 initial application fee,

2.
$25.00 per Limousine, or

3.
such maximum fee allowed under N.J.S.A. 48:16-17, whichever fee is higher.


B.
Insurance.  The Applicant shall submit proof of insurance for liability to the Municipal Clerk in accordance with N.J.S.A. 48:16-14, issued by an insurer licensed to do business in New Jersey, having a minimal coverage of ONE MILLION AND FIVE HUNDRED THOUSAND DOLLARS ($1,500,000.00), or such other minimum amount set forth in N.J.S.A. 48:16-14, if different.  Said proof shall be in the form of an insurance certificate issued by an insurance company licensed to do business in the State of New Jersey.


C.
Verification Fee.  The Applicant shall annually pay to the Township of Sandyston a non-refundable, non-transferable fee for verification of the accuracy of its license application information as follows:



(1)
Whenever the Applicant represents that its Principal Place of Business is located within the Township of Sandyston, the Township shall conduct its own investigation to confirm whether such a Principal Place of Business exists within the Township of Sandyston.  The Verification Fee for this investigation shall be $100.00 for each such Limousine and each such Business Address each License Year. 



(2)  
Whenever the Applicant represents that it maintains a Business Address in the Township of Sandyston and owns a Limousine that is registered in another state or the District of Columbia, the Township shall conduct its own investigation to confirm both the Sandyston Business Address and the validity of the foreign registration of each Limousine.  The Verification fee shall be $100.00 for each such Limousine and each such Business Address each License Year. 



(3)
Whenever the Applicant seeks an intra-municipal license for the Township of Sandyston, and represents that its Principal Place of Business is located in another New Jersey municipality, there shall be no verification fee required, provided that the Applicant presents a valid license for each such Limousine from the New Jersey municipality in which the Applicant’s Principal Place of Business is located.

Duration of License.  The duration of each License issued by the Township of Sandyston shall be for that portion of the License Year remaining from the date of issuance of said License.

Violations of License.   Violation of any provision of this chapter shall, upon conviction, result in a penalty consisting of a fine up to a maximum fine of $1,250.00; or imprisonment for not more than 90 days or a period of community service for not more than 90 days; or any combination thereof.


99.6
Repealer.  All ordinances or parts of ordinances inconsistent with the provision of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.

ORDINANCE 2009-02

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 71 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF SANDYSTON, NEW JERSEY BEING THE FIRE PREVENTION ORDINANCE 


BE IT ORDAINED by the Township Committee of the Township of Sandyston, Sussex County, New Jersey that Chapter 71 of the Code of the Township of Sandyston being hereby amended to add the following: 


Section 71-9 Non-Life Hazard Uses

A.

Construction permit fees. Construction permits. The fee for a construction permit shall be the sum of the Subcode applications, plus all administrative and miscellaneous fees listed below. All fees will be rounded to the nearest dollar and shall be paid before the permits are issued, unless otherwise stated.  The minimum construction permit fee shall be $50.00
