Wayne Humble – #13/2006 - “C” Variance – Block 1601, Lot 26 – 7 Woods Road:

Appearing before the board was the applicant, Wayne Humble.  Mr. Humble indicated that he was sworn in at the last meeting and is still under oath.

Mr. Gavan indicated that the revised notice that the applicant’s submitted is correct.  

Mr. Humble submitted to the board a revised plan showing the location of his septic tanks and what he refers to as his front yard which is a 30’ x 30’ area.  This map was marked as Exhibit “A-2”.  Mr. Humble indicated that the blue circles referred to on the map are the area of the septic tanks.  He further indicated that the green area of the map is his flower bed.  Also marked on the plan is the stairway going down to the road.  
Mr. Gavan questioned the applicant if it was his testimony that he requested a shed for the wood located to the right of the property looking at Woods Road.  Mr. Humble agreed.  Mr. Gavan further questioned Mr. Humble if it is his testimony that the shed can not and will not fit on the portion of the property as shown on Exhibit “A-2” on the lower end.  Mr. Humble indicated that this shed could fit in the patio area; however, it would ruin the area were the septic is located.  He also indicated that anywhere else towards the edge of the property, he would be afraid of building a shed because of the slopes and erosion of the slopes.  Mr. Harper indicated that he feels this is the best spot for the shed on the property.
