COAH UPDATE:

Mrs. Caldwell indicated that she has been working with COAH to obtain the substantive certification.  They have approved the Spending Plan and they made some minor changes to the Developer’s Fee Ordinance which is scheduled this evening for review.  She further indicated that in terms of the Petition for Substantive Certification, everything is in line to be approved except they need at least one COAH project to be established.  At the sub-committee meeting there was a presentation given by Donna DelValle of the Seed Corporation, an Affordable Housing Developer.  Mrs. DelValle has put together a proposal for a project in Sandyston Township.  The property is located at 182 Route 645

and she is proposing a mixed use development with 6 affordable apartments and some office/warehouse space.  A lengthy discussion was held with regard to this issue.  It was suggested that a full board work session should be done before making a decision on this issue.  It was suggested that next months meeting should be dedicated to this workshop if no applications are received.  If an application is received, then the workshop meeting should begin at 6:00 p.m.  The board agreed.  It was noted that other options should be looked into before the next meeting.
It was requested that Mrs. Caldwell contact COAH and request that they wait approximately another 30-60 days until the board has the workshop meeting to review and discuss this matter.
Developer’s Fee Ordinance:

The board reviewed the amendment to the Developer’s Fee Ordinance and had no comments and/or changes to the ordinance and recommended that the township committee adopt the ordinance.
