Budget Discussions:
2010-2011 Kittatinny Regional High School Defeated School Budget

The following meeting was held Kittatinny Regional High School Library, 77 Halsey 

Road, Newton, NJ on Thursday, May 6, 2010 at 6:00 pm.  

Mr. Anthony Norod, President of the Board of Education, read the Open Public Meeting

Statement.  

Each sending district for Kittatinny Regional High School (Stillwater, Hampton, Fredon, 

Sandyston) read their Open Public Meetings Law Statement.  

Ms. Margaret Conroy read correspondence from Walpack Township stating they will

not be participating in the discussion on the Kittatinny Regional High School Defeated 

Budget as they do not currently have any students enrolled in Kittatinny Regional High 

School.

Each Township was given the opportunity for opening comments and questions.  Each 

Township presented budget cut proposals.  Each Township agreed with a proposal to cut
$530,000 from the Kittatinny Regional High School budget, which represents the amount 

the district would save if teachers contributed 1.5% toward their health benefits and 

accepted a wage freeze.   The municipalities felt it was important for this proposal to be
presented to the teachers for consideration before a final vote.

Open Meeting to Floor:  The public was invited to speak and our ask questions during public comment.  Those who wished to comment were given a two minute time limit.
Ten Minute Recess:
The Townships were given this opportunity to review their proposal.
Response from the Board of Education:  The Board of Education returned and commented on the proposal presented by the Townships.    This proposal will be returned to the teachers for consideration. 

A second Budget Meeting has been scheduled for Tuesday, May 11, 2010 at 6:00 pm in the Kittatinny Regional High School Library, 77 Halsey Road, Newton, NJ.
