Roll Call

The clerk was asked to call the roll. Present were: Committeeman MacDonald, Deputy Mayor Leppert and Mayor George Harper. 
Also in attendance:  Betsy Pinzone, Joseph Pinzone, Scott House, and Lou Frato
The Mayor invited all to join in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes:  The Committee reviewed the Regular Meeting minutes of Tuesday, April 12, 2011.  Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to approve the minutes of Tuesday, April 12, 2011, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

Tax Collector Report:  The Tax Collector’s report for the month of April 2011 was presented with total receipts Month-to-Date of $298,397.09 and Year-to-Date of $1,584,650.27. Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the Tax Collector’s Report, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.  The Committee also reviewed the 2011 Tax Sale Report which was held on April 21, 2011:

Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer’s Report for the month of April 2011 was presented with a beginning balance of $142312.80, total receipts of $508,429.74, and total disbursements of $415,328.07 with an ending balance of $235,414.47.  Mayor Harper stated General Capital Account now has a balance of $599,833.14,   Animal Control Escrow $31,267.30, Public Assist Escrow $3,521.17, Unemployment Escrow $20,739.24, COAH Trust $34,881.01 and the Small Cities Master $42,537.25 (Housing Rehab).  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.
Payment of Vouchers:  The Bills List for the month April 2011 was submitted for approval in the amount of $688,753.87.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the payment of bills, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.  
Departmental Reports:  The Committee reviewed the departmental reports.  The Committee discussed the possibilities of using a local truck washing facility.  Mayor Harper stated as long as we do not use soap or detergent to wash the vehicles and strictly use water to rinse the vehicles, we do not need to find a truck washing facility.    Mayor Harper asked about the DPW floor and where we stand with regard to sealant.  The Clerk stated Mr. Delea was waiting to hear from the contractor.  The Committee discussed the need to replace concrete by the fire department entrance and asked the Clerk to solicit quotes for this work.  
Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to participate in the Morris County Co-Op Pricing Council for oil and stone treatment of township roads for 2011, Contract #21, Morris Asphalt Company, Inc., seconded by Mayor 
Harper and unanimously carried.

COMMENDATION

WHEREAS, the Sandyston Township Road Department experienced excessive and continuous snow and inclement weather for the 2010-2011 Winter Season; and

 

WHEREAS, the Sandyston Township Road Department is responsible to keep the township roads passable, as well as the Sandyston-Walpack Consolidated School, the Layton Post Office and parking lot,  Fire Station #2 in Layton, Sandyston Township Municipal Complex, local churches and Kittatinny Lake Club roads; and

 

WHEREAS, our Sandyston Township Road Department Employees, both full and part-time, worked many long and difficult regular hours to keep our roads clear and passable; and

 

WHEREAS, the Sandyston Township Road Department Full-Time Employees each worked approximately 85 additional overtime hours and our Part-Time Temporary Driver worked 55 hours during the 2010-2011 Winter Season; and

 

WHEREAS, the Sandyston Township Road Department experienced equipment fatigue, salt shortages and delayed salt deliveries and the additional problem of where to put the enormous amount of snow that Mother Nature provided.

 Old Business: 

Layton Post Office:  Mayor Harper stated the Bike Rack, Bench and pavers will be installed at a future date.   
C.O.A.H. Update:   The Committee stated there has been no activity with COAH since the last meeting.
Green Acres Submission/Municipally Owned Property:    There has been no word from the State of New Jersey since the November 2009 Meeting regarding the proposal submitted by Louis Cherepy for the possible land swap with the State.  Mayor Harper stated this will be reviewed after the public auction of the foreclosed properties.
Flatbrook Road:  There has been no word as to the maintenance on Flatbrook Road.  The Clerk stated she has tried to contact Mr. Steve Ellis for an update on Flatbrook Road and has received no response.
Public Auction – Scheduled for July 12, 2011 at 7:30 pm:  
The Committee reviewed the quotes received from Delaware Valley Associates and Signs on Anything.  Mayor Harper explained the quote provided by Delaware Valley Associates is for a series of maps on approximately 10 pages to be used as a display for the 15 properties up for auction.   There will be a key map on the front which will direct you to the property of interest.

The Committee reviewed the quotes from Signs on Anything for the “Public Auction” signs to be placed on properties to be auctioned.   The Committee discussed one-sided signs vs. double sided signs.  

Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the quote submitted by Delaware Valley Associates in the amount of $850 and the quote for (15) one-sided signs from Signs on Anything in the amount of $337.50, seconded by Committeeman Macdonald and unanimously carried.
New Business:
Application for Blue Light Permit:  The Committee reviewed the Application for Renewal Blue Light Permits for Dan Kearon.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve this Blue Light Permit, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

Performance Bond:  The Committee reviewed and discussed the Performance Bond for Block 702 Lot 12 for work that has not been completed by the previous owner of the property.  The Committee is awaiting a report by David Simmons of Harold E. Pellow & Associates.  Mayor Harper made a motion to table this discussion to the June 14th, 2011 meeting, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

Certification for Rescue Squad Contributions:  The Committee reviewed the request received from the County of Sussex for the Certification from the Township Committee for the contribution to be made to Blue Ridge Rescue Squad.    Mayor Harper asked why the Committee needs to approve this expenditure.  The Clerk explained the County of Sussex has requested the Township’s approval for this contribution to be made to Blue Ridge Rescue Squad.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve this contribution by the County, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.
Statewide Safety Inspection Meeting:  The Committee reviewed the Safety Inspection Recommendation Worksheet complied by Statewide after their inspection of the municipal buildings on April 5, 2011.  Mayor Harper discussed the Safety Meeting we had with Mr. Ivan Cohen of Statewide on Wednesday, May 4, 2011 and discussed the items on the worksheet.  The Clerk explained that many of the recommendations on the worksheet have already been completed by the Road Department.  The Committee reviewed the quote submitted by ABCODE Security for smoke detectors/heat detection throughout the building, which is one of the recommendations on the worksheet.    The Committee asked the Clerk to solicit another quote for the smoke detectors/heat detection.
Environmental Commission:  The Committee reviewed information from the Association of New Jersey Environmental Commission (ANJEC) inviting Sandyston Township to set up an Environmental Commission and become a member of ANJEC.   The Committee discussed the need for an Environmental Commission and felt none was needed at this time.  Mayor Harper requested the Clerk send a letter to ANJEC thanking them for contacting us, however, we are not interested at this time.

Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance:  The Committee reviewed the recommended updates to our Flood Damage Prevention Ordinance requested by the State of New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection Bureau of Dam Safety & Flood Control.  The Clerk explained this change comes on the heels of the updated flood maps by FEMA.  A draft copy of the changes has been submitted to the DEP for their approval.    Mayor Harper made a motion to proceed with the changes, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously approved.  
Fire Department Request For Use of Bays:  The Committee reviewed a request by the Sandyston Township Volunteer Fire Department for clarification on the concerns regarding the use of the fire department bays for rental to township residents and members.     A lengthily discussion took place regarding the use of the truck bays for rental by outside requestors and fire department members.  Mayor Harper explained that we do not rent out the township meeting hall.  To use the meeting hall you must be an organization with the proper insurance.   Each request for use is approved by the Township Committee.  Mayor Harper read a statement from George Morville (insurance agent) “The use of bays should be discouraged based on the equipment that is present and the need for emergency operations to continue regardless of the event being planned.   While each individual event could be considered separately, the Township building use form would need to be completed and the Township Committee would have to approve the use of the premises prior to the Fire department giving their permission.”   The Committee discussed the possibility of a use form for the fire department bays, insurance, rental fee, wear and tear on the facility, the septic system, etc.     Chief Scott House joined the meeting and explained the reason for the request is the question has come up as to rental of the bays as an added income for the fire department to offset a decrease in fund-raising events.   Mayor Harper explained again that we do not rent out the township meeting hall and to use this meeting hall you must be an organization with the proper insurance.   The Committee decided if the members of the Sandyston Township Volunteer Fire Department requested to use the fire department bays that this should be considered a fire department function, approved by the fire department and decline the request by the fire department to rent out the fire department bays.
Sussex County/Morris County Improvement Authority (MCIA) Solar Initiative Program:  The Committee reviewed a letter from the County Administrator, John Eskilson, explaining why Sandyston Township did not meet the criteria for involvement in the solar program.  Deputy Mayor Leppert questioned why if you must have a roof that is larger than 10,000 square feet was Sandyston Township not included, as our roof is 11,838 square feet.   Committeeman MacDonald stated he would follow up with Gabel Associates for information.

B. A deposit by certified check, bank draft or cash of not less than 10 percent (10%) of the successful bid shall accompany said bid.

C. The Township of Sandyston does not warrant or certify title to the property, and in no event shall the Township of Sandyston be liable for any damages to the purchaser-successful bidder if title is found unmarketable for any reason; and the purchaser-successful bidder waives any and all rights in damages or by way of liens against the Township, the sole remedy being the right to receive a refund prior to closing of title of the deposit paid in the event title is found unmarketable. Quinn, Esq., One Main Street, PO Box 67, Newton, New Jersey 07860, on or before 45 days after the date of sale, at which time and place the balance of the purchase price shall be paid in cash or certified check.  The Mayor and Township Clerk are hereby authorized to execute said Deeds.

E. The deed of conveyance will be subject to all matters of record which may affect title herein and all matters which an accurate survey may reveal.

F. The property will be subject to 2011 taxes, pro rated from the date of closing.

G. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, any successful bid for real property which is less than the minimum size required for development under the municipal zoning ordinance and which is without any capital improvements thereon, shall be subject to the right to prior refusal to purchase such land of the owner or owners of any real property contiguous to such substandard lot.  Contiguous owners to said properties shall be advised that their right to prior refusal must be exercised at the auction during the period of time after bidding is closed on the property in which the right is to be exercised and before the next property is offered for sale.  If 2 or more contiguous property owners express and interest in the property during the aforesaid period, bidding shall commence between the contiguous property owners. RESOLUTION IN OPPOSITION TO SENATE BILL NO. 1351

WHEREAS, Senate Bill No. 1351 (hereinafter referred to as S-1351) would amend the Open Public Meetings Act, N.J.S.A. 10:4-6, et seq., to include many new requirements that are unnecessary to protect the public’s interest in open and transparent government, and which would unduly burden municipalities; and,

WHEREAS, S-1351 would impose new procedural requirements on municipalities which will be time consuming and costly, at a time when municipalities are facing unprecedented financial constraints; and,

WHEREAS, S-1351 would impose new procedural requirements on municipalities that are impractical and wasteful, and which would result in longer meetings and less efficient governance; and,

WHEREAS, among the time consuming, costly, impractical and wasteful new requirements of S-1351 are the following:

A. new requirements pertaining to subcommittees, including notice of subcommittee meetings and the preparation of minutes, which would, among other things, necessitate additional administrative support for all meetings of subcommittees so that minutes can be prepared; and,

B. new requirement that agendas provide a description of all agenda items, including the names of the parties to and approximate dollar amounts of any contracts to be acted upon, which would increase preparation time for agendas; and, 

C. new requirement that agendas include estimated starting times for the public portion of the meeting and the portion of the meeting from which the public is to be excluded, though this information would be purely speculative and unreliable; and,

D. new requirement that no public body be permitted to act upon or discuss a matter that is not listed on the agenda except in emergencies, which requirement would be impractical and unnecessarily inhibit the operations of municipal government, as it is often necessary for the effective and efficient administration of municipal governmental purposes to discuss or act on matters for which three business days’ notice may not be possible; and this would effectively prevent discussion of items brought forward by the public; and,

E. new requirement that a public body provide for public comment on emergency items that are added to a meeting agenda, adding unnecessary and time-consuming process to meetings; and,

F. new requirement that a public body provide for public comment before taking final action on any matter at any meeting of at least three minutes per person, which requirement, as written, would result in an unworkable series of public comment periods on every action of the governing body, from appointments to resolutions to approval of minutes, thereby adding substantial time to every meeting of the public body; and,

G. new requirement eliminating attorney-client privilege as a basis for excluding the public from a portion of the meeting, which will inhibit the public body’s ability to obtain needed legal advice, which is contrary to the public interest; and,

H. new requirement that public bodies be permitted to exclude the public from discussion of personnel matters only with the written consent of the potentially affected employee, thereby inhibiting the public body’s ability to take necessary actions on personnel matters; and,

I. new requirements for more extensive minutes of public body meetings, such as the inclusion of each member’s stated reasons for his or her actions or vote, the identity of each member of the public who spoke and a summary of what was said, which shall cause the preparation of minutes to be more time consuming and costly; and,

J. confusing new requirements pertaining to disclosure of recordings of meetings, including making recordings promptly available after meetings, and somehow incorporating such recordings with meeting minutes; and,

K. new requirements that minutes would include electronic communications concerning public business among an effective majority of the members that occurred prior to a meeting, which would be an unworkable and ineffective imposition on municipalities, and would purport to make pre-meeting communications somehow become part of the meeting itself, an unprecedented expansion of the meeting concept; and,

L. new requirements for maintaining on the municipal website schedules of meetings, agendas, notices of emergency meetings, minutes, resolutions and ordinance to the extent not already set forth in the minutes, and closed meetings resolutions, for a period of at least five years, which would result in additional costs for posting and maintaining website information;

WHEREAS, there is no justifiable basis for the imposition of the burdensome and cost generative provisions of S-1351; and,

WHEREAS, portions of S-1351 place financial, time, manpower and other burdens on municipalities at a time when municipalities are constrained to layoff municipal employees, impose furloughs, and reduce departmental budgets so that municipalities can meet strict CAP requirements even when revenues are decreased and operating costs continue to climb; and,

WHEREAS, the cost generative provisions of S-1351 are unfunded mandates that violate the “State Mandate, State Pay” amendment to the New Jersey Constitution; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Township Committee of the Township of Sandyston, County of Sussex, and State of New Jersey, for the reasons stated above, do hereby opposes Senate Bill No. 1351 in its current form, and urge the New Jersey State Senate and Assembly to oppose this Bill; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to State Senator Loretta Weinberg, State Senator Stephen Sweeney, the members of the Senate and Budget Appropriations Committee, the legislators of the 24th State Legislative District, the New Jersey State League of Municipalities, and the Municipal Clerks’ Association of New Jersey.

No Ordinances Presented This Month
Correspondence:    The Committee reviewed the correspondence.  Mayor Harper noted the Civil Action/Order  and Notice of Motion from Bramnick, Rodriguez, Mitterhoff, Grabas & Woodruff  regarding an accident on the Old Mine Road.  Mayor Harper asked why we are involved in this and was it in Sandyston Township.  The Clerk answered that we are involved because per Blue Ridge Rescue Squad’s report, the location for the accident is Old Mine Road, Sandyston Township.  Mayor Harper stated we do not have any jurisdiction or ownership in this event.  The Clerk stated our attorney and insurance carrier have been notified of this action.
Mayor Harper asked about the letter received from Plick & Risi, Esqs, sending the Township the Irrevocable Letter of Direction regarding the Bond assigned to their client, Kelly Excavating and Paving, Inc., d/b/a Owl Contracting.  The Clerk stated Owl Contracting, the Bond Company and Harold E. Pellow have been working to get the Maintenance Bond posted to pay out the final 2% payment which will be paid to American Fire and Casualty Company.

Open Meeting to Floor:  Mayor Harper made a motion to open the meeting to the floor, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.  
Mr. Joseph Pinzone, 2 South Trail, Sandyston commented on the rental of the fire department bays and stated the fire department might want to also consider that they would be in competition with local businesses who rent out their facilities for parties.  

Dennis J. Mudrick, candidate running for Freeholder, introduced himself to the Committee.  Mr. Mudrick stated he has been in attendance at other township meetings where Committees have been confused over the report provided by the County and Gabel Associates.  

Lou Frato, 59 Ridge Road, Sandyston/Tractor Day Committee for the Sandyston Township Fire Department.  Mr. Frato stated that the recent changes in the County with regard to the rules and guidelines to hold parades and coin tosses has made the Tractor Day event much harder this year.    The county now requires sealed engineers drawings, detour plans, signage, etc.  Mr. Frato stated he was thinking instead of the parade of trying an Antique Tractor/Classic Car Show and asked for the Committee’s opinion, ideas or concerns for the event.  Committeeman MacDonald asked what kind of engineers drawing is needed.  Mr. Frato stated the fire department must have a sealed engineers drawing for the entire route of the parade (where on the County Road)  showing the route, cone placement, up to code signage, etc.  
Mr. Frato also stated he received a donation of an ice machine to the Sandyston Township and asked if this unit could be placed in the kitchen.   Currently, this machine is getting a new timer and coil.   The Committee felt the ice machine would be a good addition for the organizations in the township and asked this unit not be on continuously.  Mr. Frato stated he would find out more about this ice maker and get the information to the Committee.
There being no further comment from the floor, Mayor Harper made a motion to close the public session, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.
