APPLICATIONS:
Aaron & Bonnie Hull and Matt & Michele Hull  – Minor Subdivision & Variance  Block 2402, Lot 3 and Block 2403, Lot 9 - #02/2010:
It was noted by the board secretary that a letter was received from the applicant’s attorney requesting that this matter be carried to the December 6, 2010 Planning Board meeting without further notice.  The applicants’ are trying to satisfy some of the issues raised in the engineer’s report submitted September 27, 2010.  The board secretary indicated that she has not yet received the proof of notice.  She further indicated that if the proof of notice is sufficient, it can be carried without further notice.  If the notice is not sufficient, she will notify the applicants to re-notice for the December meeting.
A Motion was made by Mr. Harper and seconded by Mr. Ibsen to carry this matter to the December 6, 2010 Planning Board meeting without further notice as long as the notice is sufficient.  All were in favor.  The Motion was carried.
OTHER BUSINESS
Ordinance 150-28 (Permitted Uses in A, B, C & D Zones) (Accessory Structures):

The board secretary indicated that she was asked to place this matter on the agenda because an issue has been brought to her attention that may need some revision in this ordinance.  According to this ordinance, no accessory structure is allowed in the front yard setback.  However, there is an exception that Temporary produce stands on residential lots up to 100 square feet are allowed in the “front yard” for up to 8 months of the calendar year.  In this ordinance there is no restriction as to “setbacks” or parking for this structure, which needs to be addressed.

A discussion was held with regard to the setback requirements and parking.  It was discussed to use the side and rear yard setback requirement as allowed in the zone which most of the board members thought this was too far. It was further discussed to have the front yard setback at 10’ and to make sure there is an area to have at least 1 to 2 cars being able to park. It was also discussed that this structure has to be dismantled because if it is moved to another area on the property during the months not being used, it will be in violation.  It was also discussed to reduce the time allowed during the year to 6 months.  A member of the public indicated that he feels the length of time should not be changed to 6 months.  
It was agreed to carry this matter to the next regular meeting of the Planning Board.
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PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

This meeting was opened to the public.  There being no public participation, this meeting was closed to the public.
ADJOURNMENT:

As there was no further business before the Board, a Motion was made by Mr. Harper and seconded by Mr. Milligan to adjourn the meeting.  All were in favor.  The meeting was adjourned.
