Central NJ Council – Boy Scouts of America – Site Plan – Block 1501, Lot 6  #06/2008:

The Resolution was reviewed.  A Motion was made by Mr. Cunico and seconded by Mr. Milligan to approve the Resolution for Central NJ Council – Boy Scouts of America for a Site Plan.  Roll Call:  Mr. DeJager, yes; Mr. Harper, yes; Mr. Cherepy, yes; Mr. Cunico, yes; Mr. Ibsen, yes; Mr. Milligan, yes; Mr. Pinzone, yes; and Mr. Utter, yes.  The Motion was carried.
PUBLIC HEARINGS
Housing Element and Fair Share Plan:

Appearing before the board was Jessica Caldwell, Planner, from Harold Pellow & Associates to discuss the Housing Element and Fair Share Plan.  

Ms. Caldwell reviewed the changes made from the previous review of the Housing Element and Fair Share Plan.  She indicated in reviewing the amendments made by COAH, there was a change to how the bonus credits were allocated, which she corrected.  She further indicated that it did not make a change as to how the units were allocated or the breakdown of the units. 

Mrs. Caldwell referred to page 33 of the Housing Plan.  She referred to Table 27 which is the proposed Sandyston Township’s Prior Round Unit Summary.  The township should receive 7 credits for Accessory Apartments and 3 credits for Supportive Housing, which would create 3 bonus credits. This would total the 13 units required for the prior round.  She referred to Table 28 of the plan which is the proposed Sandyston Township Growth Share Unit Summary.  There are 4 proposed Rehabilitation units and 2 completed units through the Rehabilitation Program existing in the township.  There are 3 Accessory Apartments; Supportive Housing 9 units; 100% Affordable units 15 with 9 bonus credits.  This would total the 36 units required by COAH’s projection.  She indicated that the third round Growth Share only occurs when the development happens.  She referred to page 34 of the Plan which shows Table 30 which is the Implementation Schedule of how the units will be created over the remaining growth share period from 2009 through 2018.  The Accessory Apartments would begin in 2009 with one unit per year until 2017 and 2 units in 2018; the Supportive Housing would start approximately in 2012 through 2014 with 4 units per year; and the 100% Affordable Housing would start in 2016 through 2018 with 5 units per year.  This is the schedule to be followed if the growth actually occurs.
This matter was opened to the public.  There was no public participation.  This matter was closed to the public.
