Minutes
October 12, 2010
This meeting was opened and called to order at 7:30 pm by Mayor Harper who stated this meeting was being held in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act, having been duly advertised.

Roll Call

The clerk was asked to call the roll. Present were: Committeeman MacDonald, Deputy Mayor Leppert and Mayor George Harper. 
Also in attendance:  Elizabeth Pinzone, Joseph Pinzone, Raj Sinha, Mr. Plitt

The Mayor invited all to join in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Minutes:  The Committee reviewed the Regular Meeting minutes of Tuesday, August 17, 2010 and Tuesday, September 14, 2010.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the minutes of Tuesday, August 17, 2010, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert with an abstention from Committeeman MacDonald who was not present at the August 17, 2010 meeting.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the minutes of Tuesday, September 14, 2010, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald with an abstention from Deputy Mayor Leppert who was not present at the September 14, 2010 meeting.    
Tax Collector Report:  The Tax Collector’s report for the month of September 2010 was presented with total receipts Month-to-Date of $669,921.25 and Year-to-Date of $3,833,621.27. Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to approve the Tax Collector’s Report, seconded by Mayor Harper and unanimously carried. 
Treasurer’s Report:  The Treasurer’s Report for the month of September 2010 was presented with a beginning balance of $98,763.10, total receipts of $848,773.56, and total disbursements of $653,172.90 with an ending balance of $294,363.76.  Mayor Harper noted the General Capital Account with a balance of $1,008,753.59, Sinking Fund approximately $542,000.00 plus interest (paying off municipal building December 1, 2010), Animal Control Escrow $26,680.65, Public Assist Escrow $3,519.13, Unemployment Escrow $20,468.09, COAH Trust $31,546.56 and the Small Cities Master $75,933.99 (Housing Rehab).  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s Report, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

Payment of Vouchers:  The Bill List for the month of September 2010 was submitted for approval in the amount of $527,592.05.  Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to approve the payment of bills, seconded by Mayor Harper and unanimously carried.  
Departmental Reports: The Committee reviewed the Departmental Reports.  Mayor Harper noted the floor at the DPW building is nearing completion.  The County has started installing the warning lights near the Layton Fire House. Tire Day also went well.   The Rabies clinic was well-attended.  

Old Business: 

Layton Post Office:  Mayor Harper stated the Bike Rack and Bench will be installed at a future date.  

C.O.A.H. Update:   There is no update at this time.
Green Acres Submission/Municipally Owned Property:    There has been no word since the November 2009 Meeting regarding the proposal submitted by Louis Cherepy for the possible land swap with the State.
Flatbrook Road:  Mayor Harper stated we received word from John Smisko of Stokes State Forest that funding has been made available to do some patch work to Flatbrook Road.  We also received two signs made by Stokes State Forest on Friday, October 8, 2010, for installation Flatbrook Road.
Tax Title Lien Foreclosure:   The foreclosures should be nearing completion.  
P-13 Bridge Replacement/Warning Light:  Mayor Harper noted the warning light foundation has been installed.  Deputy Mayor Leppert stated the County has trenched the wires across Route 560.  Mayor Harper stated the paving of Route 560 should begin shortly.
Hotalen Road – Section II:  Mayor Harper inquired on the status of Hotalen Road.  The Clerk stated the start date of the project was changed to October 4, 2010.  Mayor Harper stated the detour signs have been installed and the project should be in progress.
CBT Funded Projects in Sussex County:  The Committee reviewed the CBT Funded Projects in Sussex County.  Mayor Harper requested this discussion be put on hold until Mr. Cherepy is feeling better. 

New Business:
Layton By-Pass Meeting:  Mayor Harper provided information regarding Layton By-Pass Feasibility Study meeting which was held on Monday, September 27, 2010.  Mayor Harper reported that after much discussion between the Township, County and National Park Service, the National Park Service continued to deny requests to continue the study of the Layton By-Pass.  A report compiled by Stantec was provided to the Committee for review.  Mayor Harper stated we are now looking to redirect the resources that are there and come up with a study on the possibility of what can be done with Route 560.  This study would involve a circulation flow study which would research possibilities on how to maintain the traffic flow of Route 560.   Mayor Harper stated the report provided by Stantec outlines the current traffic situation on Route 560 and what the future holds for future traffic.
Shared Service/Plumbing Inspector:  The Committee reviewed a request from the Borough of Branchville along with a sample Shared Service Agreement for a possible Shared Service Agreement between the Borough of Branchville and Sandyston Township for the Plumbing Inspector.   Mayor Harper stated he did not see any benefit to Sandyston Township.  Deputy Mayor Leppert suggested securing the input of John deJager, Construction Official, as he is not opposed to the agreement but would not want to see this agreement hurt or curtail our services in any manner.   Mayor Harper stated he would like to see this agreement be beneficial to Sandyston Township.  Mayor Harper made a motion to table this discussion until the November 9, 2010 meeting, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.
Raffle License:  The Committee reviewed the application for Raffle License for the Sandyston-Walpack PTO Tricky Tray on Friday, November 12, 2010.  Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to approve the raffle license application, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously approved.
Raffle License:  The Committee reviewed the application for Raffle License for the On-Premise 50/50 Raffle for Sandyston-Walpack PTO on Friday, November 12, 2010.  Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to approve the raffle license application, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously approved.

Layton Post Office Roof Quotes:  Mayor Harper noted the lowest bidder for the Layton Post Office Roof has been unable to produce a State of New Jersey Business Registration Certificate.  The Clerk contacted the remaining available bidders and there were two contractors who were available to do the job.   The Committee reviewed the quotes from Frank’s Slate Roof Repair and Fania Roofing.  Each quote had breakdowns removing and replacing missing slate, replacement of metal in valley’s using copper and the installation of snow birds.  The Committee discussed the need for snow birds around the entire building and decided placement of the snow birds should only be on the parking lot side of the post office.  Deputy Mayor Leppert suggested replacing the metal in both valley’s using copper since we are reducing the number of snow birds to just the parking lot side of the building.   Mayor Harper made a motion to accept the quote from Frank’s Slate Roof Repair for removal and replacement of missing slate, replacement of the metal in both valley’s using copper and the installation of snow birds on the parking lot side of the post office roof, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried, in the amount of $8,308.  This amount will decrease as we are only putting snow birds on the parking lot side of the post office roof.
Use of Building:  The Committee reviewed the request for the Use of the Meeting Hall by the Autumn Ridge Pony Club on Friday, October 22, 2010 for a tack sale.  Committeeman MacDonald made a motion to approve the use of the building, seconded by Mayor Harper and unanimously approved.

Application for Fire Department Auxiliary Member: The Committee reviewed Application for Fire Department Auxiliary Member Stephanie Rhinesmith.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the Application, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.

A RESOLUTION CHANGING THE LAYTON BYPASS FEASBILITY STUDY TO a Layton Local Circulation, Traffic Flow and Safety Improvements study

WHEREAS, Sussex County Route 560 (Tuttles Corner-Dingmans Road) is a major arterial running through the Township and serves as a primary connector between New Jersey and Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, Pike County, Pennsylvania, which is located directly across the Delaware River, has been one of the fastest-growing counties in Pennsylvania, and possibly the United States; and 

WHEREAS, major development is expected in Bushkill, Pennsylvania in the near future, as 5,000-7,000 homes are projected to be built when the economy recovers; and 

WHEREAS, Sussex County Route 560 serves as a primary access corridor to nearly 100,000 contiguous acres of multiple use public open space owned and managed by federal and state land management agencies with a combined estimated yearly attendance of 6,213,000 recreational visitors; and 

WHEREAS, currently over 7,000 cars daily travel back and forth between New Jersey and Pennsylvania on Sussex County Route 560; and

WHEREAS, this extreme constant and growing daily traffic has resulted in numerous traffic accidents, increased stress on County Route 560 and has affected the health, safety, welfare and the quality of life of the residents of the Township of Sandyston; and 

WHEREAS, this extreme constant and growing daily traffic presents a dangerous condition for the Sandyston-Walpack Consolidated School located on County Route 560 in the transportation of students to and from school; and 

WHEREAS, the Stakeholders meeting held on September 27, 2010 in Sandyston Township extensively discussed the pros and cons of the possibility of constructing a Bypass around the Village of Layton along Old Mine Road, Walpack Road and Ennis Road (CR 615) – involving a reconstruction of the Ennis Bridge - as a potential alternate route to access Route 206 from Pennsylvania and the Dingmans Bridge from New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, existing traffic conditions and projected traffic conditions presented by Stantec Consulting at the 9/27/10 meeting shows that congestion will increase in the future, due to the anticipated and projected residential development in Pike County, Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, the said Stakeholders’ meeting unanimously agreed that it would be difficult to obtain federal and environmental approvals for a bypass route, and
NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Township Committee of the Township of Sandyston hereby supports a change of scope from a Layton Bypass Feasibility Study to a Layton Local Circulation, Traffic Flow and Safety Improvements Study, in partnership with the New Jersey Department of Transportation’s Local Transportation Planning Assistance unit; and 

THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this Resolution supersedes Resolution R-27-2010
THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this Resolution be forwarded to New Jersey Department of Transportation Division of Local Aid and Economic Development; New Jersey Office of Smart Growth, County of Sussex Division of Planning, New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection, National Park Service and Harold E. Pellow & Associates.

Deputy Mayor Leppert made a motion to approve R-65-2010, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

SANDYSTON TOWNSHIP ORDINANCE

2010-10

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP SANDYSTON, COUNTY OF SUSSEX,

STATE OF NEW JERSEY, RELATING TO THE EXTENSION OF THE MUNICIPAL

CONSENT FOR CABLE TELEVISION SERVICES PROVIDED BY

SERVICE ELECTRIC CABLE TV OF NEW JERSEY, INC.

The municipality hereby grants to the company its non-exclusive consent to place in, upon, along, across, above, over and under the highways, streets, alleys, sidewalks, public ways, and public places in the municipality poles, wires, cables, and fixtures necessary for the maintenance and operation in the municipality of a cable television system and cable communications system. Construction, pursuant to said consent, is conditioned upon prior approval of the Board of Public Utilities.

DEFINITIONS

For the purposes of this Ordinance, the following terms, phrases, words and their derivations shall have the meaning given herein. Such meaning or definition of terms is supplemental to those definitions given by the Federal Communications Commission F.C.C. Rules and Regulations 47C.F.R. Subsection 76.1 et seq., and the Cable Communications Policy Act 47 U.S.C. Section 521 et seq as amended, and the Cable Television Act, N.J.S.A. 48:5A-1 et seq. and shall in no way be construed to broaden, alter or conflict with federal or state definitions:

(a)
“Municipality” is the Municipality of Sandyston, County of Sussex, State of New Jersey.

(b)
“Company” is the grantee of rights under this Ordinance and is known as Service Electric Cable TV of New Jersey, Inc.

(c)
“Act” or “Cable Television Act” is Chapter 186 of the General Laws of New Jersey, and subsequent amendment thereto, Section 48:SA-1

STATEMENT OF FINDINGS

A public hearing concerning the consent herein granted to the Company was held after proper public notice pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Act. Said hearing having been held and frilly open to the public, and the municipality having received all comments regarding the qualifications of the Company to receive this consent, and the representations of the Company that the Company possesses the necessary legal, technical, character, financial and other qualifications and that the Company’s operating and construction arrangements are adequate and feasible.

DURATION OF FRANCHISE/FULL BUILD-OUT


The consent herein granted shall expire ten (10) years from the date of expiration of the new Certificate of Approval as issued by the Board of Public Utilities (PBU).  The Company further agrees to extend service to the entire Township and to build out all uncabled areas of the Township in accordance with the Company’s line extension and non-standard installation policies.

FRANCHISE FEE 

Pursuant to the terms and conditions of the Act, the Company shall, during each year of operation under the consent granted herein, pay to the municipality two percent (2%) of the gross revenues from all recurring charges in the nature of subscription fees paid by subscribers to its cable television reception service in the municipality or any amount permitted by the Cable Television Act or otherwise allowable by law.

TERRITORY

The consent granted herein to the Company shall apply to the entirety of the Municipality and any property hereafter annexed.

EXTENSION OF SERVICE

The Company shall be required to proffer service to any persons, residents or business in conformance with its Tariff on file with the Office of Cable Television including any policies for line extension and/or non-standard installations.

CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS

Restoration: In the event that the Company or its agents shall disturb any pavement, street surfaces, sidewalks, driveways or other surfaces in the natural topography, the company shall at its sole expense restore and replace such places or things so disturbed in as good condition as existed prior to the commencement of said work.

Relocation: If at any time during the period of this consent, the municipality shall alter or change the grade of any street, alley or other way or place, the company, upon reasonable notice by the municipality, shall remove, re-lay and relocate its equipment, at the expense of the company.

The Company shall temporarily move or remove appropriate parts of its facilities to allow for the moving of buildings, and machinery, or in other similar circumstances. The expense shall be borne by the party requesting such action, except when requested by the municipality, in which case the company shall bear the cost.

Removal or Trimming of Trees: During the exercise of its rights and privileges under this franchise, the Company shall have the authority to trim trees upon and overhanging streets, alleys, sidewalks and public places of the municipality so as to prevent the branches of such trees from coming in contact with the wires and cables of the Company. Such trimming shall be only to the extent necessary to maintain proper clearance for the Company’s facilities.

During the term of this franchise, and any renewal thereof the Company shall maintain a local business office or agent for the purpose of receiving, investigating and resolving all complaints regarding the quality of service, equipment malfunctions and similar matters. Such local business office shall be open during normal business hours, and in no event less than 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday.

MUNICIPAL COMPLAINT OFFICER

The Office of Cable Television is hereby designated as the complaint officer for the municipality, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 48:5A-26(b).

All complaints shall be received and processed in accordance with N.J.A.C. 14:17-6.5.

PERFORMANCE BONDS

During the life of the franchise the company shall give a bond to the municipality, which bond shall be in the amount of $25,000.00.

Such bond shall be to insure the faithful performance of all undertakings of the company as represented in its application and incorporated herein.

RATES

In accordance with N.J.S.A. 48:5A-11, the Board of Public Utilities, through the Office of Cable Television, shall, consistent with federal law, prescribe just and reasonable rates, charges and classifications for the services rendered by a CATV.

PUBLIC, EDUCATIONAL OR GOVERNMENTAL ACCESS CHANNELS

The Company shall provide public, educational, and governmental (PEG) access channels and facilities in accordance with its Application for Renewal of Municipal Consent.

FREE SERVICES

The Company shall provide services in accordance with its Tariff for cable television service approved by the Board of Public Utilities on January 1, 2010.  In addition, the Company shall provide the following services to the Township of Sandyston free of charge:

1. One cable connection to the Sandyston Municipal Building located at 133 Route 645, Sandyston, NJ  07826.

2. One cable connection for the Sandyston-Walpack School, 100 Route 560, Layton, NJ  07851.

3. One cable connection for Sandyston Township Volunteer Fire Department located at 133A Route 645, Sandyston, NJ  07826.   

LIABILITY INSURANCE

The company agrees to maintain and keep in frill force and effect, at its sole expense, at all times during the term of this consent, sufficient liability insurance naming the Municipality as an insured and insuring against loss by any such claim, suit, judgment, execution or demand in the minimum amounts of one million dollars ($1,000,000.00) for bodily injury or death to one person or resulting from one accident, five hundred thousand ($500,000.00) for property damage resulting from any one accident, and an excess liability (or umbrella) policy in the amount of ten million dollars ($10,000,000.00)

PUBLIC EMERGENCY BROADCAST CAPABILITIES

The Company is in compliance with the Federal Emergency Alert System (EAS) and, as such, the Company shall be required to have the capability to override the audio portion of the system in order to permit the broadcasting of emergency messages by the municipality pursuant to state and federal requirements.  The Company shall in no way be held liable for any injuries suffered by the municipality or any other person, during an emergency, if for any reason the municipality is unable to make full use of the cable television systems as contemplated herein.  The municipality shall utilize the state approved procedures for such emergency uses.

INCORPORATION OF THE APPLICATION

All of the commitments and statements contained in the application and any amendment thereto submitted in writing to the municipality by the company except as modified herein, are binding upon the company as terms and condition of this consent.  In the event of any inconsistency between the terms of this Ordinance and the application, the terms of this Ordinance shall control. The application and any other relevant writings submitted by a company shall be annexed hereto and made a part hereof by reference as long as it does not conflict with state or federal law.

LOCAL OFFICE

During the term of this franchise, and any renewal thereof, the Company shall maintain a local business office in Sussex County for the purpose of receiving, investigating and resolving all complaints regarding the quality of service, equipment, malfunctions, and similar matters in accordance with N.J.S.A. 48:5A-26(d).  Such local business office shall be staffed from 8:00 am to 6:00 pm Monday through Friday for customer service inquiries, from 8:00 am to 6:30 pm Monday through Friday for technical support and from 8:30 am to 12:30 pm on Saturday.

CONSISTENCY WITH FUTURE FEDERAL AND STATE STATUTES, REGULATIONS, RULES AND ORDERS

Should any of the Federal or State Acts, Regulations, or pronouncements applicable to the regulation of cable television service be modified in any way, such modification, to the extent it embodies required terms and conditions, and meaningfully can be incorporated into this Ordinance, shall be so incorporated, consistent with any applicable effective dates specified in such modification.  To the extent that any such modification(s) place(s) limits on permissible terms and conditions, and any provision of this Ordinance becomes invalid by virtue of such modification(s), the section entitled “Separabiity” shall apply.

SEPARABILITY

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this ordinance is for any reason held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of federal or state agency of competent jurisdiction, said holding may, at the option of the municipality, eliminate the validity of the remaining portions hereof.

EFFECTIVE DATE

This municipal consent shall become effective as of the date upon which the Township received written notification that Company accepts the provisions of this Ordinance.

This Ordinance shall be effective upon proper publication and completion of all procedures required under the law.

The Committee reviewed Ordinance 2010-10.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve introduction of Ordinance 2010-10, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously carried.  Mayor Harper stated this ordinance will have a public hearing on Tuesday, November 9, 2010 at 9:00 am, where any interested persons will have the opportunity to be heard.  

Correspondence:  The Committee reviewed the correspondence.
Open Meeting to Floor:  Mayor Harper made a motion to open the meeting to the public, seconded by Deputy Mayor Leppert and unanimously approved.  

Elizabeth Pinzone came forward and congratulated the Clerk for being nominated to the New Jersey Herald 20 Under 40 which appeared in the New Jersey Herald on September 26, 2010.   Deputy Mayor Leppert extended congratulations on behalf of the Township Committee.  Mayor Leppert also congratulated the Sandyston Township Volunteer Fire Department for their accomplishments at the Sussex County Firemen’s Parade which was held on Saturday, October 2, 2010, where they were awarded two trophies.

Committeeman MacDonald stated the National Park Service installed a new sign at the intersection of Mettler Road and Old Mine Road and took down Sandyston Township’s Mettler Road sign.  The township Mettler Road sign was found lying in the ditch on the side of Mettler Road.  Committeeman MacDonald stated he remembers squeezing pennies so signs could be purchased for the town.  Committeeman MacDonald requested a letter be sent to the National Park Service to find out who authorized the sign replacement and vandalized Sandyston Township’s Mettler Road sign.  Committeeman MacDonald also pointed out the new sign has been installed in a different location that might impede snow removal by the Road Department.  Mayor Harper felt this is a lack of communication on the part of the National Park Service and the new sign is installed in a location which presents a hazard during snow removal.  Committeeman MacDonald requested the Road Department retrieve the Mettler Road sign.  Mayor Harper stated Mettler Road is a Township road and not maintained by the National Park Service.   Committeeman MacDonald questioned the Jager Road sign, as that sign is also missing.  The Clerk noted the Jager Road sign at the intersection of Jager Road and Old Mine Road has been missing for some time and the post still remains at the end of Jager Road to the left by the bridge.
The Clerk asked Committeeman MacDonald about the Bevans Marker Dedication which was held on Sunday, October 3, 2010.  Committeeman MacDonald felt the dedication was fantastic, well attended and the way it was planned exhibited a lot of work.  The Bevans Marker is installed within the County right-of-way, not on the National Park Service.  

Committeeman MacDonald stated he has received a lot of compliments on the bridge in Layton and that people cannot believe that a project of that magnitude could be completed in a weeks time.  Deputy Mayor Leppert stated he felt the contractors would be there well into November finishing the job.  Mayor Harper stated the owner, Keith Konkus, was at the job the entire time and worked as hard as the employees.  Committeeman MacDonald suggested writing a letter to the County commending them on the job.  
Mayor Harper made a motion to close the meeting to the floor, seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.
