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The bridge near the Layton Hotel is slated for replace-

ment this September.  The current pre-stressed con-

crete box beam bridge will be replaced with a prefabri-

cated ôInverset Styleõ bridge and include incidental 

drainage improvements and concrete repair.  Prior to 

September 1, 2010, you will notice  the contractor 

beginning prep work at the bridge.  Road closure will 

commence Saturday, September 11, 2010 with re-

opening to two-way traffic on or before Sunday, Sep-

tember 19, 2010. Detour signs will be placed around 

the township advising motorists of the detour and en-

couraging out-of-state travelers to use the Milford 

Bridge. The current bridge has been in place for 

nearly 50 years and during this time has seen a steady 

increase in traffic while the communities surrounding 

our area quickly developed. 

At the same time the bridge is being replaced the 

County of Sussex will also be installing a warning light 

in front of Station #2 of the Sandyston Township Vol-

unteer Fire Department in Layton.   The purpose of 

this warning light is to help the firemen stop traffic 

while exiting and returning the fire truck to the station.  

This light will be activated with a remote control that 

will turn the light on and off only when needed.

Sandyston Township Receives 

Grant For Hotalen Road 

In December 2009, Sandyston 

Township received word we were 

selected to receive a grant in the 

amount of $152,000 for paving a 

portion of Hotalen Road.  The 

grant application was completed 

by our engineer, Harold E. Pellow 

& Associates, Inc., and is funded through the New 

Jersey Transportation Trust Fund Authority Act.  

In July 2010, the bid was awarded to Owl Con-

tracting of Kenvil, New Jersey. The contractor is 

scheduled to begin this work on or before Septem-

ber 7, 2010 and should take three weeks. We re-

quest residents use an alternate route if possible 

during this time. 
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Sandyston Township and C.O.A.H 

Sandyston Township received Substantive Certification from the Council on Affordable Housing (COAH) for its 

Housing Element and Fair Share Plan on October 29, 2009.  The certification provides the Township with pro-

tection from a builderõs remedy lawsuit that could have forced high density housing in the Township.  The certifi-

cation is good until 2018 provided that the Township continues working to fulfill its plan.  The Townshipõs af-

fordable housing plan includes methods to provide affordable housing that are compatible with the Townshipõs 

rural character such as group homes for the disabled or accessory dwelling units.  The Governor and State Legis-

lature are currently considering doing away with COAH and changing how affordable housing is calculated.  This 

may require a revision of Sandystonõs plans to provide affordable housing; however it will likely alleviate some 

required units.  If COAH is not abolished, Sandyston will need to continue working to complete the projects in 

its Housing Element and Fair Share Plan.  This will help maintain Sandystonõs control over development hap-

pening within the Township.  Some of the projects completed for COAH have been helpful for residents of the 

Township.  Past projects have included a housing rehabilitation program that can provide money to repair a bro-

ken furnace, septic system or a leaking roof.  Some funds remain available for this program.  If you are inter-

ested, please contact Amanda Lobban, Township Clerk for more information.
