Sandyston Township Business Incubator Plan:

The board reviewed the draft of the Incubator Plan.  Mrs. Gormley indicated that there were two changes that she suggested.  On page 2 under “Municipal Profile” the 4th sentence stated “Many township businesses are family owned and operated and depend upon tourists and commuters for their survival.  She suggested adding the word … “economic” survival.  She referred to page 7 under “What Else is Needed”, she suggested the following revision: “Restoration of the bridge across Little Flatbrook on Sussex County Route 615, which was removed approximately 20 years ago, or at the very least a foot-bridge across the brook.”  The board agreed to both changes.

Appearing before the board was Tom and Georgina Eberhardt and indicated that they would like to be involved with the meeting with the National Park Service with regard to this plan.
