Sandyston Township Committee

MINUTES

September 4, 2007

Mayor Harper called the meeting to order at 9:08 a.m. and stated that this meeting was being held in compliance with the Open Public Meetings Act having been duly advertised.

The clerk was asked to call the roll.

Present were:  Committeeman MacDonald, Committeeman Leppert and Mayor Harper

Also in attendance:  Amy Lobban, Alan Delea, Raj Sinha

All present were asked to join in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approval of Minutes   The minutes of the August 7, 2007 meeting were presented for approval.  Committeeman Leppert made a motion to approve the minutes seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.
Tax Collector’s Report    The clerk explained to the committee the tax collectors report was not available due to a banking discrepancy.  Mayor Harper stated the tax collectors report would be omitted for this month.
Treasurer’s Report  The treasurer’s report was presented with total receipts of $1,049,591.69, total disbursements of $780,900.50 and ending balance of $743,480.92.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the report seconded by Committeeman Leppert and unanimously carried.
Payment of Vouchers  The Municipal Software bill was pulled from the bill list.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the vouchers seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.

Departmental Reports  The committee reviewed the departmental reports and time sheets.

Old Business  Mayor Harper stated the electric work has not been completed on the sidewalk project.  Mayor Harper has contacted the engineer and the project will be completed shortly.  Mayor Harper will contact Tony’s Concrete regarding paving the entrance to the old municipal building.  The ballfield project is nearing completion. The field needs to be top dressed, weeded, reseeded and aerated.    The clerk will contact the Recreation Committee for their comments on the project.  Mr. Delea will draft a list of items that need special attention before the completion of the project.  The clerk will contact Farmside Landscape for their opinion and estimate to finish the ballfield project.  Mayor Harper informed the committee that there has not been a recent joint services meeting.  The committee reviewed the revisions for the outdoor entertainment license.  Mayor Harper instructed the clerk to mail the ordinance to all the parties involved inviting them to the next township committee meeting to discuss the changes.

New Business  Two proposals were received for seal coating and restriping the municipal parking lot.  North Jersey Pavement submitted a proposal in the amount of $4020.70.  Precision Striping and Sealcoating submitted a proposal in the amount of $8,750.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve North Jersey Pavement in the amount of $4,020.70 seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the purchase of three pedestrian crossing signs from Seeley Equipment in the amount of $298 each.  The motion was seconded by Committeeman Leppert and unanimously carried.  The clerk contacted Nancy Holleran, SC Roads, for placement of the signs on Route 560.  Ms. Holleran suggested the break away type signs. Ms. Holleran suggested placing the signs at the corner of Route 560 and Bevans Road, in the crosswalk near the post office, and near Maple Lane.   The local girls scout unit requested the use of the building September 27 and October 11 at 7 p.m. and the Sussex County Board of Health requested the use of the building October 30, 3 p.m. to 7 p.m. for flu shots.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve both applications seconded by Committeeman MacDonald and unanimously carried.
Resolution  R-34-07 a resolution urging the state to take financial responsibility for the cost of the gypsy moth program was read by title by Mayor Harper.  Mayor Harper made a motion to approve the resolution seconded by Committeeman Leppert and unanimously carried.
Correspondence  The committee reviewed the correspondence.

Open Meeting to Floor  Mayor Harper made a motion to open the meeting to the floor seconded by Committeeman Leppert.  There being no comment from the floor Committeeman MacDonald made a motion to close the meeting to the floor seconded by Mayor Harper.

Adjourn  There being no further business to discuss, Committeeman MacDonald made a motion to adjourn the meeting seconded by Mayor Harper.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:28 a.m.
